Tens of stray dogs poisoned

MASSACRE OF THE PACK

· Traces of poison and corpses of stray dogs appeared all over the city, in the night between Wednesday and Thursday. The dead bodies were collected by public services at dawn, at the request of citizens living in the affected areas. All of the dead animals had been killed in a similar fashion, with pieces of meat saturated with a pesticide substance of grade I toxicity level, which had been spread around rubbish disposal areas among city blocks. Veterinary doctors initially accused local public authorities of having started a covert campaign of exterminating stray dogs, using powerful poisons, and thus endangering the lives of the city’s human inhabitants as well. The public bodies did not admit any guilt on their part, except that they had lost control of the stray dog problem a long time ago, thus allowing these dogs to “invade” the city. The decimation of dogs was attributed instead to desperate citizens, who allegedly had decided to take upon themselves the task of eradicating the “invaders”, and had thus spread the poison around the city. According to the authorities, there are no less than 3000 stray dogs at large on the streets of Craiova!
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
